Entering the 2nd day (8/8) of 10, all participants will meet for the first
time in the practice session which starts from 14.00 - 16.00 Jakarta
Time. Host Scientific Commmittee Chair of IOI, Jonathan Irvin Gun-
awan explained the importance of participating in practice sessions.
“Practice session is an opportunity for participants to try the compe-
tition system used and report complaints (if any) to the committee,”
said Irvin.

Irvin added regarding the technical implementation of the practice
session, namely that participants will use the competition system
used and solve several test questions. “Their scores (the participants)
in this session will not affect their results in the future,” concluded
Irvin.@
